A short course and panel discussion is being planned for Monday April 15" titled “New
Strategies and Techniques in Long Range Streamflow Forecasting”. Many agencies use
long range streamflow forecasts for hydropower planning, reservoir operation and marketing.
This will provide a forum to discuss the current state of forecasting, the advancement of long
range forecasting, additional needs of agencies, and more.

A Technical Tour is scheduled for Thursday, April 18" to discover how the local environment
plays a critical role in the snowpack of the area. This will be an all day bus trip and a great
opportunity to view the majestic landscape that so many have been studying and talking about.
